Creating Images
· Gather a group of everyone who is interested in a particular theme.  Decide roles.  (You don’t need a recorder for this creative exercise.)
· Get your art materials, but don’t use them yet.
· For about 15-20 minutes, reflect upon your chosen theme.  Dialogue with each other about what this theme means for you.  
Imagine St. Mary’s if this theme were fully alive and realized.  What would St. Mary’s be like?

Using the theme (and incorporating other themes as you wish), share your vision for St. Mary’s future.  
Describe your vision as an image, a metaphor, or a picture.
· Once your group has come up with a vision, spend about 20-30 minutes creating it using your art supplies.  

Using the colored fabric as your backdrop, illustrate your vision of St. Mary’s when your theme is fully alive.  
· When you are finished with your creative project, go to the next step of writing up your vision as a “Provocative Proposition.”
