COMMISSIONING OF TEACHERS,

LEADERS, CATECHISTS, AND ASSISTANTS

The teachers, leaders, catechists, and assistants come forward.

Presider:  Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus, we are all baptized by the one Spirit into one Body, and given gifts for a variety of ministries for the common good.  

The Presider says to the Teachers, Leaders, Catechists and Assistants:  You have been called to a ministry of Christian formation, and we gratefully accept your offering of the gifts of ministry to the body of Christ that gathers in this place.  Will you encourage and nurture each child and youth as a gift from God and proclaim the Gospel to them in ways that empower them to receive and respond to God’s love?  

Teachers, Leaders, Catechists, Assistants:  We will with God’s help.

The Presider says to the Families:  Will you the members of the families of these children and youth keep alive the stories of our faith in your homes through conversation, prayer and action, and join with the church in making sure your children are included as full participants in the Eucharistic community?

Families:  We will with God’s help.
The Presider says to the Children and Youth:  Children and youth, we welcome you and invite you to participate fully in this church community, to grow into God’s love and pass on to others the Good News of Jesus Christ.
The Presider says to the Congregation:  Will you the people of this community support the ministry of our teachers, leaders, catechists and assistants, and will you help our children and youth feel welcome as they grow in their life in Christ and in their participation in the life and worship of this parish?

Congregation:  We will with God’s help.

Presider:  In the name of God and this congregation, I commission you as Teachers, Leaders, Catechists and Assistants in the congregation of the Church of the Redeemer.

Let us pray.  God of all wisdom and knowledge, give your blessing and guidance to all engaged in Christian formation in your church.  May the Holy Spirit guide and strengthen us all, that in this, and in all things, we may do God’s will in the service of Jesus Christ our Lord.
