DONATION FROM AN IRA
If you are 70 ½ or older, you can make a contribution to <your parish> directly from your traditional IRA simply by instructing the plan administrator to make the transfer directly to <your parish>.  Called a Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD), you are allowed to transfer up to $100,000 a year to the charities of your choice and it will count toward your Required Minimum Distribution (RMD).
